INCREASING MASS ATTENDANCE IN ENGLAND AND WALES - The Tablet magazine has published an interesting article regarding
Mass attendance in England and Wales. There was a significant rise in 2023, with numbers increasing by approximately
50,000 people. Attendance grew from 503,308 in 2022 to 554,913 in 2023, though the figure remains below pre-Covid levels
(701,902 in 2019). Attendance numbers have also increased in Scotland. Additionally, a new poll on religious beliefs found
that Generation Z (ages 18-24) are less likely to describe themselves as atheist compared to older generations. While 25% of
Generation X (ages 45-60) identified as atheist, only half as many Gen Z respondents did. Instead, 62% of Gen Z described
themselves as “very” or “fairly” spiritual. Theologian Stephen Bullivant suggested that, as younger generations have been
raised without religion, some may now see faith as a “new and exciting” concept. The full article can be read here: https://
www.thetablet.co.uk/news/big-increase-in-mass-attendance-recorded-in-britain/.
